CHECK

Deposit may be sent to the school in an envelope. Please note your students name, grade or teachers
name and the amount of the deposit; this will be collected in the food service envelope on the
teacher’s desk. Checks should be made out to: Watervliet Food Service. Deposits will be credited to
student accounts on the day that they are received by your student’s school cafeteria. Watervliet Public
Schools does not charge a fee for checks or money order deposits made at school or by mail.

CASH

cash, please be sure that the envelope is sealed properly. Please note your students name, grade
or teachers name and the amount of the deposit; this will be collected in the food service envelope
on the teacher’s desk.
